
Key Knowledge 

• Knowledge of the key vocabulary 

• Knowledge of Spanish phonics and pronunciation and the differences to the English 

• Knowledge of adjectival agreement - how adjectives can (and often do) change spelling in Span-
ish depending if the noun they are describing is a singular, plural, masculine or feminine noun. 

• Knowledge that nouns have gender and this has an impact on other words in a sentence – like 
the spelling of the adjective. 

• Knowledge of the differences between definite and indefinite articles.  

• Knowledge of what a noun and article/determiner is in English. 

• Knowledge of what making a noun 'plural' means. 

Key Skills  

• Speaking: Say all items of clothing with their 
correct indefinite article/determiners with high 
accuracy. Describe the clothes your/others wear 
and the colour of them. 

• Listening: Listen to and understand the majority 
of a short text about clothes. 

• Reading: Read all new vocabulary. Read and un-
derstand the majority of a short text about 
clothes. 

• Writing: Spell all new language as accurately as 
possible and write about the clothes you/others 
wear including the colour of the items of 
clothes.
